Web Data Integration and the Semantic Web aim to provide an ecosystem of data where the value, i.e. knowledge, is created by the integration of structured data from a very large number of data sources. The Social Web is an ecosystem of citizens participation where the value, i.e. wisdom of crowds, is created by the aggregation of many individual citizen contributions. The proposed research work aims to design a collective knowledge system able to integrate these heterogeneous ecosystems of data, combining together technologies and paradigms from both the Semantic Web and the Social Web. Such a system will provide a first significant step towards the grand vision of collective intelligence, i.e. knowledge emerging by human and computer interaction through the Web.

Study and development of methods to dynamically enhance semantic tagging systems 
Study of an automatic method to perform Probabilistic Lexical Annotation (PLA) based on a probabilistic combination of different WSD (Word Sense Disambiguation) algorithms.
Study and development of techniques to combine tag clouds of Social Web contents with data clouds for summarizing search results over structured data and for navigation and visualization purposes over the results.
