The aim of this research is to study and implement an architecture for the development of context-dependent applications and systems, i.e., tools that provide users with services that are fully customized according to the context in which they operate.
The first step will be the definition of general models and techniques for the representation of contexts; these will be exploited by systems and applications able to provide information and/or services dependent on context data; then appropriate storage solutions and algorithms suitable for the efficient handling of contexts will be defined; finally, a general software architecture will be designed and a prototype platform supporting client/server context-dependent applications and mobile device client-side execution will be implemented.
