Today there is necessity to integrate and share data from variety of data sources for mutual benefits and analysis purpose. Unfortunately, data integration and sharing are hampered by legitimate and widespread privacy concerns, in particular GDPR. It is critical to develop techniques to enable the integration and sharing of data without losing privacy. 
The objectives of the project are the development of privacy-preserving techniques for the several steps of the data integration process. The research objectives will be focused on addressing GDPR compliance in the development of a Big Data Integration (BDI) platform.

· Overview on privacy and anonymization concepts and techniques, and investigation if they are suitable for the data integration context. 

· Privacy Preserving Schema Matching solutions that do not expose the source data and schemas 
· Privacy Preserving Entity Resolution and Data Fusion: techniques for linking and fusing records referring to the same real-world entity while protecting the privacy of these entities.
· Privacy Preserving Query Processing to ensure that query results do not violate privacy regulations and to query sources so that only the results are disclosed.
Real cases will be used to design, develop and evaluate the BDI platform.
